The official Opening of the NACAC Summit was done by Hon. Thomas D. 
Bannister, Bahamas Minister of Youth and Sports, after he congratulated Dr. B.J

USA  asked why the USOC are involved if most competitions are in charge of the 
Federation, requested a copy of the President’s Report and expressed the USA’s 
willingness  to  send letters of invitation to countries who request them plus 
informed that they keep a file of all the requests received.

USVI expressed concern about travel expenses to get visas and the possibility of

 During the presentation the USA asked about the differences in the time frames 
presented in the chart and Mr. Levy explained that the top one was for coaches 
and the one at the bottom was for lecturers.  BVI asked about the qualifications 
and Trinidad asked about the criteria for the movement from one level to the 
other.  Mr. Levy’s response was that everyone begins at the appropriate level 
and that the emphasis at Level I was to promote physical education in primary 
schools.  He advised to differentiate the roles of a lecturer and a coach and 
insisted on using the competence of results and the accuracy of the 
recommendations provided by the member federations.  The USA explained 
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best and an excellent pie graph presentation of the medals in Athens 2004, 
Helsinki 2005, Osaka 2007 and Beijing 2008 ending with a comparison  of the 
medals distribution  in World Championships and Olympic Games. 
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USVI expressed concerns about the subjective selection of the athletes, foresee

Competition Calendar and the rest of the items left, including the NACACTFCA
